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Pauca Verba ~ ITALY Pilgrimage 2012 ~ Father Stephen P. Morris

After consultation with Father Peter, I’'m happy to let folks know that I will be taking a group of
pilgrims to Italy in the middle of October 2012 (that’s 17 months from now). Note the word pil-
grimage . A pilgrimage is a sacred journey that consciously mirrors and invites one to the inner
journey of prayer, self-reflection, repentance, healing, praise and thanks. On this pilgrimage we
will journey to Rome, where we will celebrate Mass at the Tomb of St. Peter and also at the Ba-
silica of St. Mary Major, where the relic of the crib of Bethlehem is venerated. We will be in
Rome for the Holy Father’s Wednesday audience.

We will go to Assisi and celebrate Mass at the tomb of St. Francis. We’ll visit the Basilica of St.
Clare and the little church of St. Mary of the Angels (one of the first churches repaired by Fran-
cis). We will take a trip to Greccio where Francis celebrated Christmas in a cave using live ani-
mals and local people, including a baby, to represent the Holy Family and Shepherds. The pil-
grimage will travel to Montecassino where St. Benedict created the monastic rule which exists to
today and to Monoppello where the relic of the Volto Santo is preserved, the face of Jesus im-
printed on a delicate fabric without any stain, ink or paint. From there we’ll travel to Lanciano
where a host is preserved that turned to flesh in 700 A.D. The pilgrims will visit San Giovanni
Rotundo, the monastery and church surrounding so much of the life of Saint Padre Pio, whose
spiritual method has a great deal to teach us.

At once, it is important to say that time and energy is wasted in asking, “Are these things real:
the crib of Bethlehem, the Volto Santo, the Lanciano host?” Faith leads me to accept the truth of
these things. I believe it is more important to get at what is underneath these things and to ques-
tion only my own authenticity as a disciple of Christ. Materially a pilgrim travels light — spiritu-
ally he/she carries praise, docility, gratitude, repentance and humility.

The trip is in its earliest stages of being developed, we are looking to the middle of October of
NEXT year —2012. We would be gone 10 days, which includes the travel days at either end. Pas-
sages by Peter’s Way is the highly recommended trip planner. With gas surcharges these days,
I’m told the trip will likely come in around the low $3000°s. Those I’ve consulted, who take trips
abroad with some regularity, think this is reasonable. I’ll share more information as it’s available.
In deciding these things, of course, the bottom line is can [ afford it, but there is much more to
discern than this. And this is what I bring to my prayer. An out of state friend, who is intent on
joining us, told me that in forfeiting a girls night out — Broadway tickets, dinner and travel, she’s
already saved her first $200!

The purpose of living is not to learn to make prayers,
but to become prayer; to live in and for God
according to the divine call, wholly surrendered to
the Spirit’s activity in the soul for the glory of God.
